MAINTENANCE PROCEDURES

Due to the popularity of Maxie-Vue windows in the Caribbean and the high-salt level in the
atmosphere, the following maintenance schedule applies to all operable louvered window
and door products facing similar climatic conditions.

To preserve the function and appearance of windows and doors, it is highly recommended
that the following procedures be implemented:

Set up a monthly maintenance program.

1.

Wash all exposed areas thoroughly with a mild detergent to remove
dirt and salt build-up, especially around the weather seals.

For excessively salty build up, use “Salt Away” (available at most
marinas). Rinse with clean, fresh water.

After the window is dry, apply Pledge Furniture Wax or equivalent to
all exposed metal surfaces, including any security bars.

Fully open and close the louvers two-three times.

Remove and clean operator crank handles. After cleaning, grease the
shaft before reinstalling to prevent seizing inside the housing.
Remove and clean window screens. After the screen is dry, apply
Pledge Furniture Wax or equivalent to entire surface including the
screen mesh and especially around the grommet.

Repeat these practices monthly.

Set up a 6-month maintenance program.

Spray white lithium grease into operator housing through crank hole
and opening of sprocket gear.
Repeat monthly procedures.

With proper maintenance and care, Maxie-Vue windows and doors will endure the harshest
climates and weather conditions. Quality windows deserve quality care.
